You set the direction of your own project!

Internships and practical training

Student internships are an important part of the study program. Students of bachelor's and long-cycle
master's studies complete 960 hours of internships (24 weeks), gaining professional experience. If you
work in a profession related to your field of study, you can have your internship credited based on your
employment. During your studies, you also have the opportunity to take a paid internship. Internship
programs are designed by cooperating employers, tailoring requirements to specific positions, which
helps you take your first professional steps.
